DO NOT use this bed frame unless all fixings are secured.

Always use on a level, even surface.

WARNING: If this bed is placed on a non-carpeted floor you must place some protection under all legs to stop

the bed frame from moving. If this is not adhered to there is no guarantee if the bed frame collapses.

CARE & MAINTENANCE:
Periodically check all screws & fixings to ensure they are secure.

DO NOT push the bed frame as this will damage the legs.

Always lift the bed with two people to reposition.

Keep any sharp objects away from the frame.

Vendor: S000238Step 1: Insert hardware part A into the joint centre rail (12) using a small mallet (not provided).
Join the support leg (9) to the joint centre rail (12) using hardware H and Q.
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.

Step 2: Join both centre rails (4) using the joint centre rail (12) and hardware D and a screwdriver (not provided).
Please note that the side with 1 hole must be turned outside.
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.

Step 3: Join the support legs (11) to  the centre rail using hardware H and Q.
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.
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Vendor: S000238Step 4: Insert hardware part B to the side rails (3) using a small mallet (not provided).

Step 5: Insert the dowels B into both siderails as per the drawing.
Please note that the support for the slats must be pointing up and the holes must be pointing outside.

Step 6: Join the two rails (3) and attach the support leg (10) using hardware E, M, N (spanner not provided).
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.
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Vendor: S000238
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Step 7: Attach metal bracket P to the joint of the siderails using hardware C and a screwdriver
(not provided) to fix them, this is for extra support.
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.

Step 8: Insert hardware part A to the headend panel (1) and footend panel (2) using a small mallet (not provided).
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Vendor: S000238
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Step 9: Attach the headend post (5) to the headend panel (1) using hardware parts J and Q.
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.
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Step 10: Attach the left footend post (6) and right footend post (7) to the footend panel (2) using hardware parts J and Q.
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.

Step 12: Attach the side rails to the headend posts at the same time using hardware parts K, L and Q.
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.

Step 11: Fix hardware part O to the headend panel (1) and footend panel (2) using hardware
part C and a screwdriver (not provided).
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.
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Vendor: S000238Step 13: Fix the centre rail (4) using hardware parts F and G and a spanner (not provided).
Insert hardware part S to the side rails.
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.
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Step 14: Fix slats (8) to the side rails and centre rail using hardware parts R and D with a screwdriver (not provided).
Make sure to start from the ends and work towards the middle.
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim
